The networked configuration uses a server to house the ILMS Service and
database. In a larger networked situation, the Administrator may choose to
administer the courses, students and licenses from their own workstation, rather
than from aseparate server located elsewhere. The administrative application,
AdministratelT can reside on the server or @me or moreworkstatiors.

Students can take courses from other workstations, as in a classroom or at their
own desks. This is possible whdhte computers are connected on the same
network.

To install in a multiplevorkstation environment, choose theomputerthat will

serve as the host of the ILMS Service and databasé install on thatomputer

first. Thiscomputerwill be referred to ashe ILMS server machine. It does not

need to be a higlend server because ILMS do@yplace a heavy load on the
machine running the service. It should, however, be a machine that is left running
continuously so that its facilities are always availablestwkstations running
AdministratelTand LearnIT.




Configuration and Installation

After the ILMS Service is installed, it is best to install and configure the
AdministratelTapplication on the machine you have chosen as the adinative
computer. Once you have completed the installatiof AdministratelTyou can

install and test LearnlIT on any other computers that you want to use for delivery
of training. All of the licenses for LearnIT and AdministratelT are floating licenses,
so these applications can be installed on as many compute you like (See
Chapter 12).

You can install all of the ILMS components onto the same computer or you can
install each component onto its own comput&tou should not install the ILMS
Administration Service on more than one computer

Important Limitation Regarding Networked Connectivity

In a Networked installation, the student deliveapplication receives the course
content (essentially high quality streaming video) from the ILMS server over the
network. That network is generally considered to bigicalLAN that might be

set up in a classroom situation or throughout a building.

Highquality video does not stream well through the useremote desktop
connectivity such as MSTStrix Metaframe or VNC. If you have any questions
about your Networknstallation please callluminar Technical support for
assistance:-B00-7551440 ext.

Firewalls and Ati-virus Software

It is strongly recommended that you disable or stop any firewall oranis
products prior to beginning your installation. Installing any of the ILMS
components with antvirus software actively scanning system changes, or while
using a software firewall, can cause a failure of the installation process or
seriously degrade thperformance of your computer. Products that fall into this
category include Windows Internet Security Firewall shipped as a part of
Windows Vista, XP, Norton Aitirus, Norton Security Suite, and McA®&Antt
Virus and Security Suite products.

Additiondly, you will need to be aware of the Microsoft User Account Control
settings if you are installing on Windows Vista or Windows 7 and be ready to deal
with the security issues involved when indita software on these systems.

If you must use any of theggoducts after you have completed your installation,
they will need to be configured to permit proper operation of the ILMS Software.
